Cleaning and Storage

¢ Remove the filter canister and rinse.

IMPORTANT: Dry the cleaner before charging.
Charge after each use and and store out of direct sunlight.
Replace the protective cap when cleaner is not charging.

Fully charge cleaner before winterizing. Do not leave cleaner
drained of charge for excessive periods of time.
